SECTION I. SOURCE SPECIFIC CONDITIONS

Requirements for Emission Units P001, P002, P003, P004, PO05, PO06 and V001

The following requirements are applicable to:

Emission unit PO01 (Coating line #1), which is a Fostoria Infrared Systems, knife
coating line. POO1 is equipped with a 0.320 MMBTU/hr electric drying oven.

Emission unit P002 (Coating Line #2), which is a 42” web Wolverine surface coating
line. POO2 is equipped with a 0.8 MMBTU/hr drying oven, which burns natural gas.

Emission unit PO03 (Priming line #3), which is an Automation Technologies Meyer
rod coating line. P0O03 is equipped with a 0.070 MMBTU/hr electric drying oven.

Emission unit PO04 (Line 203 Extrusion Line), which is a DeWAL Industries
Extruder Line. Solvent is mixed into PTFE resin, which acts as a carrier. The
materials are extruded into film and solvent is then evaporated off in the drier oven
after extrusion.

Emission unit PO05 (Line 203A), which is a Jennings 203A Extruder Line. Solvent
is mixed into PTFE resin, which acts as a carrier. The materials are extruded into film
and solvent is then evaporated off in the drier oven after extrusion.

Emission unit PO06 (Coating Line #6), which is a Radiant heat PTFE Coating Line.
This involves the application of a PTFE coating to a foil substrate.

Emission unit V001, consists of the mixing room. Solvent coatings are mixed (using
2 mixers) in 55 gallon drums and 20 gallon drums.

Emission units P003, P004, P005, PO06 and V001 and the exhaust hoods of PO0O1
and P002 are associated with air pollution control device C001, which is a 20,000
scfm, 3.5 MMBTU/hr Langbein & Engelbracht Regenerative Thermal Oxidizer,
Model No. TR 2095, which burns natural gas.

The drying ovens of emission units PO01 and P0O02 are associated with air pollution
control device C002, which is a 12,000 scfm, 9.0 MMBTU/hr Catalytic Products
International Recuperative Thermal Oxidizer, Model No. Quadrant SR-12, which
burns natural gas.

Emission Limitations

a. Emissions from P001, P002, PO03 and P006 shall not exceed 4.79 lbs
VOC/gallon of solids. [19.3.1, Approval No. 2060(A)(2)]

All VOC emissions generated from emission units P003, P004, P0O05,
P006 V001 and the exhaust hoods of emission units PO01 and P002 shall be
captured and contained for discharge to C001. [Approval Nos. 1438 &
1546(A)(1)]

All VOC emissions generated from the drying ovens of emission units PO01
and P002 shall be captured and contained for discharge to C002. [Approval
No. 2060(A)(1)]

Compliance with the emission limitation in Condition 1.A.1.a of this permit
shall be achieved with C001 and C002. VOC emissions generated from P003
and P006 and the drying ovens from P001 and P002 shall be reduced by
97%. This is to be achieved through a combination of 100% capture of the
VOC generated by the equipment and a 97% destruction of this VOC.
[Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(A)(2), Approval No. 2060(A)(3), 19.3.2(a)]

VOC emissions generated from P004, PO05 and VVOO1 shall be reduced by
97%. This is to be achieved through a combination of 100% capture of the
VOC generated by the equipment and 97% destruction of this VOC.
[Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(A)(2)]

The destruction efficiency of C001 and C002 for VOC shall each be at least
97%. [Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(A)(3), Approval No. 2060(A)(4)]

The total quantity of VOC emissions discharged to C001 from emission units
P003, P004, PO05, P006, VVOO1 and the exhaust hoods of emission units POO1
and P002 shall not exceed 195 Ibs. per hour, the maximum loading capacity
in lbs/hr of C001. [Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(A)(4)]

The total quantity of VOC emissions discharged to C002 from the drying
ovens of POO1 and P0O02 shall not exceed 200 Ibs per hour. [Approval No.
2060(A)(5)]

The total quantity of VOC emissions discharged to the atmosphere from
PO01, P002, PO03, PO04, PO05, PO06 and VVOO1 shall not exceed 4,270 lbs
per month (12-month rolling average). [Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(A)(5),
Approval No. 2060(A)(6)]

When producing pressure sensitive tape and label materials the amount of
VOC input into PO02 shall not exceed 45 Mg in any consecutive 12 month
period. [40 CFR 60.440(b), Approval No. 2060(A)(7)]

Operating Requirements

The operating temperature of C001 shall be maintained at or above 1400°F,
but not exceed 1800°F, whenever VOC is being discharged to COOL.

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The operating temperature of C002 shall be maintained at or above 1300°F
whenever VOC is being discharged to C002. This minimum temperature
may be revised based on the results of emission testing. [Approval No.

Emission units PO03, PO04, PO05, PO06 and the exhaust hoods of emission
units POO1 and P002 shall each be equipped with an interlock to prevent
operation of the equipment if the operating temperature of COO1 is less than
1400°F. [Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(B)(2), 29.6.3(a), 40 CFR 64]

Emission units PO01 and P0O02 shall each be equipped with an interlock to
prevent operation of the coating equipment if the operating temperature of
C002 is less than 1300°F. [Approval No. 2060(B)(2), 29.6.3(a), 40 CFR 64]

To ensure 100 percent capture of the VOC generated, POO1 and PO02 must
be located within a total enclosure. This total enclosure must meet criteria
for a permanent total enclosure in 40 CFR 51, Appendix M, Method 204 —
“Criteria For and Verification of a Permanent or Temporary Total
Enclosure”. [Approval No. 2060(B)(3)]

All access doors and windows in each room that contains emission units
P0O01, P002, PO03, P004, PO05 and PQO06 shall be closed during routine
operation of the coating equipment. Brief occasional opening of doors to
allow for entering and exiting the coating room is acceptable. [Approval
Nos. 1438 & 1546(B)(3), Approval No. 2060(B)(4)]

Air passing through any natural draft opening in the coating room shall flow
into the room continuously. [Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(B)(4), Approval
No. 2060(B)(5)]

The total volume of air discharged to C002 from the drying ovens of PO01
and P002 shall not exceed 12,000 scfm, the design capacity of CO002.
[Approval No. 2060(B)(6)]

All cleaning of emission units PO01, P0O02, PO03, PO04, POO5 and PO06 with
VOC containing material shall be conducted with C001 operating. VOC
emissions generated during cleaning shall be captured and contained and
discharged to COO01 for destruction. [Approval No. 1438 & 1546(B)(5)]

The total volume of air discharged to CO01 from the exhaust hoods of PO01
and P002, P003, P004, P005, P0O06 and V001 shall not exceed 20,000 scfm,
the design capacity of CO01. [Approval 1438 & 1546(B)(6)]

There shall be no bypassing of C001 or C002 during times when VOC is

being discharged to the devices. [Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(F)(3),
Approval No. 2060(F)(3)]
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C001 and C002 shall be operated according to its design specifications
whenever P001, P002, P003, P004, PO05, PO06 and VVOO1 are in operation
or are emitting air contaminants. [16.2, Approval No. 2060(B)(7)]

The permittee shall shut down emission units P003, P004, P005, P006 and
V001 in the event of a malfunction of the emission capture system and/or
CO001 that results in or that could result in, emissions in excess of the
permit limits. The units shall remain shutdown until the malfunction has
been identified and corrected. [Approval Nos. 1438 & 1546(F)(2)]

The permittee shall shut down emission units PO01 and P0O02 in the event
of a malfunction of the emission capture system and/or C002 that results
in or that could result in, emissions in excess of the permit limits. The
units shall remain shutdown until the malfunction has been identified and
corrected. [Approval No. 2060(F)(2)]

Malfunctions

1) Malfunction means a sudden and unavoidable breakdown of
process or control equipment. In the case of a malfunction of
C001and /or C002, all reasonable measures shall be taken to assure
resumption of the designed control efficiency as soon as possible.
In the event that the malfunction of C001 and/or C002 is expected
or may reasonably be expected to continue for longer than 24
hours, and if the permittee wishes to operate PO01, P002, P003,
P004, P0O05, PO06 and V001 at any time beyond that period, the
Director shall be petitioned for a variance under Section 23-23-15
of the General Laws of Rhode Island, as amended.

Control efficiency of C001 and C002 will be determined using USEPA
Reference method 25 or other methods approved by the Director and
USEPA. Continuous compliance will be maintained at all times.
Compliance averaging times will be three hours. Once the control
efficiency has been determined by Reference Method 25, or any
alternative method approved by the Office of Air Resources and USEPA,
compliance shall be determined on an instantaneous basis time period (e.g.
determined control efficiency shall be used to calculate whether samples
from the process meet the applicable emissions limit.) [19.7.3]

The equipment to continuously monitor the operating temperature of C001
and C002 must be calibrated and maintained according to the
manufacturer’s specifications. The calibration of the chart recorder, data
logger or temperature indicator must be verified once per year or the chart
recorder, data logger or temperature indicator must be replaced.

Each PTE shall be inspected semi-annually and should include all the
items required to demonstrate that the Permanent Total Enclosure (PTE)
criteria as established in 40 CFR 51, Appendix M, and Method 204
“Criteria for Verification of a Permanent or Temporary Total Enclosure”
are maintained.

The permittee shall notify the Office of Air Resources whenever the static
pressure within a PTE is less than -0.007 inches of water at any time. This
notification shall be provided in the semi-annual monitoring report
required in condition 11LAA.2. [29.6.3(a), 40 CFR 64, Approval No.
2060(E)(12)]

Other Requirements

a.

To the extent consistent with the requirements in Section LA of this
permit and applicable federal and state laws, the equipment shall be
designed, constructed and operated in accordance with the representation
of the equipment in the preconstruction permit application. [Approval
Nos. 1438 & 1546(F)(1), Approval No. 2060(F)(1)]

Emission unit PO02 is subject to the requirements of Title 40 of the Code
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of Federal Regulations, Part 60 (40 CFR 60), Subparts A, (General
Provisions) and RR (Standards of Performance for Pressure Sensitive
Tape and Label Surfacing Coating Operations). If there is any conflict
between any term or condition in Section I.A of this permit and the
applicable provisions of any of these subparts, the permittee shall comply
with the term or condition in Section I.A of this permit. [Approval Nos.

At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown and malfunction, the
permittee shall, to the extent practicable, maintain and operate the facility in a
manner consistent with good air pollution control practice for minimizing
emissions. Determination of whether acceptable operating and maintenance
procedures are being used will be based on information available to the
Office of Air Resources which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring
results, opacity observations, review of operating and maintenance
procedures and inspection of the source. [Approval No. 2060(F)(7)]

Requirements for Emissions Unit FO01

The following requirements are applicable to:

Emission unit FOO1, which consists of the Skiving process. Skiving is the production of thin
films by “veneering” or shaving the film from a cylindrical form on large lathes.
Isopropanol is used as the lubricant. There are no specific requirements for FOO1. This does
not relieve the permittee from compliance with the provisions of the General Conditions,
outlined in Section |1 of this permit, as they apply to FOO1.

Facility Requirements

The permittee shall file a completed Air Toxics Operating Permit
Application with the Office of Air Resources within 60 days of written
notice from the Director. [22.5.2]
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SECTION Il. GENERAL CONDITIONS

Annual Emissions Fee Payment

The permittee shall pay an annual emissions fee as established in Air Pollution Control
Regulation No. 28 "Operating Permit Fees". [29.6.8(d)]

Permit Renewal and Expiration

This permit is issued for a fixed term of 5 years. The permittee's right to operate this source
terminates with the expiration of this permit unless a timely and complete renewal
application is submitted at least 12 months prior to the date of permit expiration. Upon
receipt of a complete and timely application for renewal, this source may continue to operate
subject to final action by the Office of Air Resources on the renewal application. In such an
event, the permit shield in Condition 11.AA of this permit shall extend beyond the original
permit term until renewal. This protection shall cease to apply if, subsequent to a
completeness determination, the applicant fails to submit by the deadline specified in writing
by the Office of Air Resources any additional information identified as being needed to
process the application. The application for renewal shall include the current permit number,
description of permit revisions and off-permit changes that occurred during the permit term,
and any applicable requirements that were promulgated and not incorporated into the permit
during the permit term.

Transfer of Ownership or Operation

This permit is nontransferable by the permittee. Future owners and operators must obtain a
new operating permit from the Office of Air Resources.

1. Employees of the Office of Air Resources and its authorized representatives shall be

allowed to enter this facility at all reasonable times for the purpose of:

a. having access to and copying at reasonable times any records that must be
kept under the conditions of this permit;

b. inspecting at reasonable times any facilities, equipment (including
monitoring and air pollution control equipment), practices, or operations
regulated or required under this permit; and

C. sampling or monitoring, at reasonable times, substances or parameters for the
purpose of assuring compliance with this permit or other applicable

Nothing in this condition shall limit the ability of the USEPA to inspect or enter the
premises of the permittee under Section 114 or other provisions of the Clean Air Act.
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G. Compliance

with a federally enforceable permit condition constitutes a violation of the Clean Air
Act and is grounds for enforcement action, for permit termination, revocation and
reissuance or modification, or for denial of a permit renewal application. Any
noncompliance with a permit condition designated as state only enforceable
constitutes a violation of state rules only and is grounds for enforcement action, for
permit termination, revocation and reissuance or modification, or for denial of a
permit renewal application.

As the term is used in this condition an "emergency" means any situation arising from
sudden and reasonably unforeseeable events beyond the control of this source, including acts
of God, which situation requires immediate corrective action to restore normal operation,
and that causes this source to exceed a technology-based emission limitation under this
permit, due to unavoidable increases in emissions attributable to the emergency. An
emergency shall not include noncompliance to the extent caused by improperly designed
equipment, lack of preventative maintenance, careless or improper operation, or operator
error.

Technology-based emission limits are those established on the basis of emission reductions
achievable with various control measures or process changes (e.g., a new source
performance standard) rather than those established to attain a health based air quality
standard.

The permittee may seek to establish that noncompliance with a technology-based emission
limitation under this permit was due to an emergency. To do so, the permittee shall
demonstrate the affirmative defense of emergency through properly signed,

4. the permittee submitted notice of the emergency to the Office of Air Resources
within 2 working days of the time when emission limitations were exceeded due to
the emergency. This notice must contain a description of the emergency, any steps
taken to mitigate emissions, and corrective actions taken. This notice fulfills the
requirements of Condition 11.CC.3 of this permit. [29.6.11(c)(4)]

The permittee shall have the burden of proof in seeking to establish the occurrence of an
emergency. [29.6.11(d)]

Duty to Provide Information

The permittee shall furnish to the Office of Air Resources, within a reasonable time, any
pertinent information that the Office of Air Resources may request in writing to determine
whether cause exists for modifying, revoking and reissuing, or terminating the permit, or to
determine compliance with the permit. Upon request, the permittee shall also furnish to the
Office of Air Resources copies of records that the permittee is required to keep by this
permit, or for information claimed to be confidential, the permittee may furnish such records
directly to the Administrator along with a claim of confidentiality. [29.6.8(c)(5)]

Duty to Supplement

The permittee, upon becoming aware that any relevant facts were omitted or incorrect
information was submitted in the permit application, shall promptly submit such
supplementary facts or corrected information to the Office of Air Resources.

Proceedings to reopen and issue this permit shall follow the same procedures as apply to
initial permit issuance and shall affect only those parts of this permit for which cause to
reopen exists.

All permit conditions remain in effect until such time as the Office of Air Resources takes
final action. The filing of a request by the permittee for a permit modification, revocation
and reissuance, or termination, or of a notification of planned changes or anticipated
noncompliance does not stay any permit condition.

Severability Clause

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any applicable requirement that would apply as a result of the change.

Odors

1. The permittee shall not emit or cause to be emitted into the atmosphere any air
contaminant or combination of air contaminants which creates an objectionable odor
beyond the property line of this facility.

Visible Emissions

All fuel oil must be sampled and analyzed according to ASTM methods
which have the prior approval of or are required by the Office of Air
Resources.

Copies of the fuel oil analysis sheets shall be maintained at the facility and
be made accessible for review by the Office of Air Resources or
designated personnel of the Office of Air Resources and USEPA. These
records shall include a certified statement, signed by a responsible official,
that the records represent all of the fuel combusted during each quarter.
[29.6.4(a)(1)]

The Director may require, under his supervision, the collection of fossil
fuel samples for the purpose of determining compliance with the sulfur
limitations in this permit. Sampling and analysis of fossil fuels under
Condition 11.U.2 of this permit shall not limit the collection of samples
under this condition. [8.4.3]

Air Pollution Episodes

Conditions justifying the proclamation of an air pollution alert, air pollution warning or
air pollution emergency shall be deemed to exist whenever the Director determines that
the accumulation of air pollutants in any place is attaining or has attained levels which
could, if such levels are sustained or exceeded, lead to a substantial threat to the health of
If the governor declares an air pollution alert, air pollution warning or air
pollution emergency, the permittee shall comply with the applicable requirements
contained in APC Regulation No. 10. [10.1]
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Fugitive Dust

The permittee shall not cause or permit any materials, including but not limited to sand,
gravel, soil, aggregate and any other organic or inorganic solid matter capable of
releasing dust, to be handled, transported, mined, quarried, stored or otherwise utilized in
any way so as to cause airborne particulate matter to travel beyond the property line of
the facility without taking adequate precautions to prevent particulate matter from
becoming airborne. Such precaution shall be in accordance with good industrial practice
as determined by the Director and/or shall be other reasonable fugitive dust prevention
measures as determined by the Director. [5.3]

Adhesives and Sealants

Except as provided in subsections 44.2.2-44.2.4 of Air Pollution Control Regulation No.
44, the permittee shall comply with all applicable provisions of Air Pollution Control
Regulation No. 44 if the permittee sells, offers for sale supplies or manufactures any
adhesive, sealant, adhesive primer or sealant primer for use within the State of Rhode
Island or uses or solicits the use of any adhesive, sealant, adhesive primer or sealant
primer within the State of Rhode Island. [44.2.1]

Architectural and Industrial Maintenance Coatings

Except as provided in subsection 33.2.2 of Air Pollution Control Regulation No. 33, the
permittee shall comply with all applicable provisions of Air Pollution Control Regulation
No. 33 if the permittee sells, offers for sale, or supplies or manufactures an architectural
coating for use within the State of Rhode Island or applies an architectural coating for
compensation, or solicits the application of any architectural coating within the State of
Rhode Island. [33.2.1]

Compliance Certifications

Credible Evidence

For the purpose of submitting compliance certifications or establishing whether or not the
permittee has violated or is in violation of any provision of this permit, the methods used in
this permit shall be used, as applicable. However, nothing in this permit shall preclude the
use, including the exclusive use, of any credible evidence or information, relevant to whether
the permittee would have been in compliance with applicable requirements if the appropriate
performance or compliance test procedures or methods had been performed.

(2) A description of the emission calculation method and, if applicable,
emission factor(s) used, and

(3) The calendar year for which emissions are reported.

h. Any additional information required by the Director to document the

facility's emission statements.

FF. Miscellaneous Conditions

1.

This permit may be modified, revoked, reopened, reissued or terminated for cause.
The filing of a request, by the permittee, for a permit modification, revocation and
reissuance or termination or of a notification of planned changes or anticipated
noncompliance does not release the permittee from the conditions of this permit.

Any application for a permit revision need only submit information related to the
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proposed change. [29.4.3(c)]

Terms not otherwise defined in this permit shall have the meaning given to such
terms in 40 CFR 60.2, the Clean Air Act as amended in 1990 or the referenced
regulation as applicable.

Where more than one condition in this permit applies to an emission unit and/or the
entire facility, the most stringent condition shall apply.
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SECTION I1l. SPECIAL CONDITIONS

Ozone-depleting Substances

This section contains air pollution control requirements that are applicable to this facility,
and the United States Environmental Protection Agency enforces these requirements.

1.

The permittee shall comply with the standards for labeling of products using ozone-
depleting substances pursuant to 40 CFR Part 82, Subpart E:

a.

All containers containing a class | or class Il substance that is stored or
transported, all products containing a class | substance, and all products
directly manufactured with a class | substance must bear the required
warning statement if it is being introduced into interstate commerce pursuant
to 40 CFR 82.106.

The placement of the required warning statement must comply with the
requirements of 40 CFR 82.108.

The form of the label bearing the required warning statement must comply
with the requirements of 40 CFR 82.110.

No person may modify, remove or interfere with the required warning
statement except as described in 40 CFR 82.112.

The permittee shall comply with the standards for recycling and emissions reduction
pursuant to 40 CFR Part 82, Subpart F, except as provided for motor vehicle air
conditioners (MVAC) in Subpart B:

a.

Persons opening appliances for maintenance, service, repair or disposal must
comply with the required practices of 40 CFR 82.156.

Equipment used during the maintenance, service, repair or disposal of
appliances must comply with the standards for recycling and recovery
equipment of 40 CFR 82.158.

Persons performing maintenance, service, repair or disposal of appliances
must be certified by an approved technician certification program pursuant to
40 CFR 82.161.

Persons disposing of small appliances, MVACs and MVVAC-like appliances

(as defined in 40 CFR 82.152) must comply with recordkeeping requirements
of 40 CFR 82.166.
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e. Persons owning commercial or industrial process refrigeration equipment
must comply with the leak repair equipment requirements of 40 CFR 82.156.

f. Owners/operators of appliances normally containing 50 or more pounds of
refrigerant must keep records of refrigerant purchased and added to such
appliances pursuant to 40 CFR 82.166.

3. If the permittee manufactures, transforms, imports or exports a class | or class Il
substance, the permittee is subject to all the requirements as specified in 40 CFR Part
82, Subpart A, "Production and Consumption Controls".

4. If the permittee performs a service on motor (fleet) vehicles when this service
involves ozone-depleting substance refrigerant (or regulated substitute substance) in
the motor vehicle air conditioner (MVAC), the permittee is subject to all the
applicable requirements as specified in 40 CFR Part 82, Subpart B, "Servicing of
Motor Vehicle Air Conditioners".

The term "motor vehicle" as used in Subpart B does not include a vehicle in which
final assembly of the vehicle has not been completed. The term "MVAC" as used in
Subpart B does not include the air-tight sealed refrigeration system used as
refrigerated cargo or system used on passenger buses using HCFC-22 refrigerant.

5. The permittee shall be allowed to switch from any ozone-depleting substance to any
alternative that is listed in the Significant New Alternatives Program (SNAP)
promulgated pursuant to 40 CFR Part 82, Subpart G, "Significant New Alternatives
Policy Program".

Prevention of Accidental Releases

This section contains air pollution control requirements that are applicable to this facility,
and the United States Environmental Protection Agency enforces these requirements.

Your facility is subject to the requirements of the General Duty Clause, under 112(r)(1) of
the CAA Amendments of 1990. This clause specifies that owners or operators of stationary
