II including March 14, 2006 to show good cause in writing why a Final Default 

I Judgment should not enter. The Respondent, Hemisphere Management 

I' Corporation, has not responded to the Conditional Order of Default.

FINDINGS OF FACT 

A Status Conference Order was issued to the parties on January 30, 
2006 provided that: "upon failure of a party to appear at the Status 
Conference, the Hearing Officer shall sua sponte issue a seven (7) day 
Conditional Order of Dismissal! Default." 

The Status Conference was held at the Administrative Adjudication 
Division ("AAD") on March 2, 2006. 

Respondent, Hemisphere Management Corporation, failed to appear at 
the Status Conference or otherwise apprise the Hearing Officer of its 
inability to appear. 
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14. A Conditional Order of Default was issued against II Hemisphere Management Corporation on March 3, 2006. 
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Pursuant to the Conditional Order, Respondent, Hemisphere 
Management Corporation had until March 14,2006 to show good cause 
in writing why a Final Default Judgment should not enter against it. 

As of this date, the Respondent, Hemisphere Management Corporation, 
has not responded to the Condition Order of Default. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

Respondent, Hemisphere Management Corporation, has failed to show 
good cause why a Final Order of Default should not enter and the Notice 
of Violation issued on December 28, 2005 become a compliance order 
against Respondent, Hemisphere Management Corporation. 

Wherefore, it is hereby 

ORDERED 

Respondent, Hemisphere Management Corporation is deemed to have 
waived its right to an adjudicatory hearing. 

12. The Notice of Violation issued on December 28, 2005 shall be final and 
become a compliance order against Respondent, Hemisphere 
Management Corporation, immediately upon the entry of the Final 
Agency Order herein.
